s my term as President comes to an end, I hope this 

report will update you on some of the important work 

and fun, in which NMAS has been involved. If you have been 

able to keep up, you would realize that NMAS has done a little 

moving around since the last annual report.  We did have an 

office on Montano, but the Board decided that we were not able 

to use it enough to justify the rent, so we gave up our lease, and 
moved our furniture and supplies to a storage facility.  We then 

started having our meetings at Office Alternatives, in a rent by 

the hour boardroom.  It was a great facility, but the management 

decided that we could not have our childcare on site.  We 

realize parents would not feel secure if the childcare was off 

site, so we moved yet again.  We have settled at the 

Universalist Unitarian Church , on the southwest corner of 

Comanche and Carlisle.  It is a nice space, with a childcare 

room in a preschool classroom with a playground just outside.  

The location is much more centralized and easy to access off the 

freeway.  We hope to see our attendance rise even more.   

     At our general meetings we have provided sessions on a 
variety of topics including: social skills and IEP panels, reports 

from the Autism Society of America National Conference, 

Camelot residential center, behavior, legislative training, and 

our annual appreciation event.  Kudos to Travis Hollins  who 

provides our childcare.  He is young, energetic and is trained as 

a childcare provider including CPR, behavior management and 

the experience of growing up with a brother with autism.   

     Coming up is a Statewide Autism Conference--Pathways to 

Adulthood--Coming of Age With ASD.  As a part of this, 

NMAS is hosting the Ruth Miksovic Lecture featuring Nina 

Wall -Côté.  Thanks to Ruth Miksovic, Loretta Hedrick, Sara 

Simon and all the people at the Autism Programs at the CDD 

for their hard work on this.  It is a great way to honor one of the 

greatest gems NMAS has.   

     We had a huge variety of social and awareness events.  

These include our Autism night at the Isotopes game, annual 

picnic in June, swim party in August, sponsoring a float in the 

State Fair Parade, a jump event, a showing of the autism related 

movie Horse Boy, and our First Annual NMAS Walk/Run. We 

worked hard with partners within the Disability Community and 

others to keep a dire state budget from wreaking havoc on our 

disability, Medicaid and severely lacking autism services.  We 

even managed to get an additional $2.5 million dollars to begin 
to address the very long DD Waiver waiting list.  With the help 

of some wonderful legislators, Senate Joint Memorial 25 passed 

both the Senate and the House unanimously.  Senator Clinton 

Harden from Clovis and Representative Karen Giannini 

from Albuquerque carried it.  Representative Giannini saved it 

on the House floor.  We owe both of them a debt of gratitude.  

This Memorial instructs the Special Education Bureau of the 

Public Education Department to come up with a plan for how 

they will design and implement a system that assures students 

with an ASD get appropriate school programming.   The annual 

ribbon making party was held in March (thank you Center for 
Development and Disability for giving us a space).  Special 

thanks to Lori DeAnda  for cutting and fray checking all of the 

ribbon in advance of the "party".  We turned 400 yards of 

ribbon into 2,500 awareness ribbon pins.  Our appreciation goes 

out to all the wonderful volunteers who make this a fun one-day 

event, instead of a multiple day ordeal.   I went to Las Cruces to 

show support for an autism fundraiser (for Autism Speaks) with 

NMSU Sororities and Fraternities.  Unfortunately it was a last 

minute invitation; I would have loved to set up some time to 

speak with local families and others.  

       The First Annual NMAS Walk/Run  
(2009) was a resounding success on so many 

levels.  We had been advised that for a city of 

ABQ's size, we should expect no more than 

250 people.  We had 390 paying participants 

and their families. It is a wonderful merging of 

the NM autism community and the "weekend 

racer community."  One mom told me that she had walked for 

cancer and MS but as she ran for her daughter, tears flowed the 

whole way.  This year we had around 610 people (early 

estimate), and we had lots of teams in fierce competition for the 

"Largest Team" award.    Thank you to all the businesses that 

supported this event including KISS 97.3, Coyote 102.5, 

Explorabilities  and many, many more. This year it was 

renamed the Ellen Reavis Race for Autism, in honor of our 

friend and advocate Ellen Reavis.  A fund was started in her 

name.  This fund will be used to help teachers, educational 

assistants and therapists attend Autism related conferences, 

workshops, etc.  I believe Ellen would be thrilled and humbled 

by this honor.  NMAS is working on securing funds to allow 

family members and persons with autism to attend autism 

conferences.    

     Raising funds is always an ongoing challenge.  NMAS is co-

sponsoring with the Autism Programs at the Center for 
Development and Disability, a Statewide Autism Conference--

Pathways to Adulthood--Coming of Age With ASD.  As part of 

this conference NMAS will host a Silent Auction.  Thanks to 

our talented team of Yoko Ziegler and George Thompson for 

all of their work on this.  With Simone Byrne at the helm, we 

tried out a Schwannôs frozen food fundraiser on Central near 

UNM.  It was a great success, raising over $600.   

     More and more people are choosing NMAS as the 

beneficiary of their United Way contributions.  When it is time 

to enroll in United Way, please consider choosing NMAS to 

receive the contributions.  All you need to do is write in NMAS 

with our address. NMAS continues to be a member of Smithôs 
Food and Drugs Earn and Learn program, where a percentage of 

your bill is donated to NMAS, if you register and use your 

Fresh Values card.

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    Our wonderful website (nmautismsociety.org) allows those 

with Internet access to stay up with what is happening and view 

the latest newsletter, as well as old ones.  It was recently 

updated, thanks to a grant from the Governor's Commission on 

Disability.  It also allows non-members to access the 

information.  It is a great resource and one we can be proud of.  

We are now on Facebook.  It is just another way for people to 

stay up to date with NMAS.  Our voice mailbox and e-mail 

allow interested people to contact us to ask questions or ask for 
information.  The list serve ASDnMore serves as an avenue of 

communication for members of our community from all over 

the state.  People can ask for help finding a dentist, announce 

meetings, conferences and just about anything else autism 

related.  We have had some bumpy stretches, but that is to be 

expected when a great variety of people are interacting.  NMAS 

has a policy of allowing as much freedom as practical, but also 

providing oversight when needed.  Connie serves in that role 

admirably.  Thanks Connie. 

           Information tables were set up at many fairs and 

conferences including the Albuquerque Public Schools autism 

resource and transition fairs, the Future Horizons Conference 
with Temple Grandin, the Peter Mundy training, the Behavioral 

Health Conference, and many more. 

     One of the NMAS board priorities is to become more 

responsive to the entire state.  The hope is to work toward 

visiting other areas of the state as funds and scheduling allow.  

We are trying to figure out a way to use technology to reach all 

parts of the state with our monthly meetings, allowing persons 

all over NM to watch and participate.  We have begun to tape 

our general meetings and are hoping to post these DVDôs on our 

website.  Thanks to Paul Martinez for filming these.  Another 

of our goals is to have enough money to hire a full time staff 
person, and have an office for that person.  That way, we could 

have a live voice answer the phone, support families, attend 

IEP's/IFSp's/ISP's, and get to other parts of the state to train and 

support families, professionals, and anyone else who is 

interested. 

     Public awareness is at an all time high.  The CDC came out 

with new incidence rates of 1 in 110, with other groups citing a 

prevalence rate as high as 1 in 83.  If the community as a whole 

doesnôt know about ASDôs, they will soon.  Now is the time to 

get involved in awareness campaigns, politics, support groups, 

and any of the many ways to improve the lives of persons with 
ASDs and those of their families.   

      As I finish my first term as president (yes again!), we have 

had another great year.  It has been a good year in spite of the 

dire economic situation in NM and nationally. As with anything 

good, there are many people who deserve credit.  First and 

foremost, I want to thank everyone on the 

board of directors and all the members.  This 

board is wonderful in their commitment.  It is 

indeed a time commitment to make monthly 

board meetings, general meetings and many 

board members do so much more than that.  The organization 

and I appreciate the dedication.  We keep on trying to improve 
NMAS in every way possible.  Board members represent 

NMAS formally and informally, on a variety of task forces, 

advisory boards, planning committees and more.  Two Board 

members were able to attend the Autism Society of Americaôs 

National Conference and brought back info on Chapter issues 

and autism issues.  Thank you to volunteers who assisted with 

various activities.  Thank you for financial donations.  Even 

though we are an all-volunteer (almost) organization, we have 

costs, and donations help us to do our work.  These costs 

include: childcare for our meetings, newsletter printing and 

mailings, liability insurance, building use fee, brochure printing, 

ribbon pin making supplies, picnic supplies, phone, website, 

post office box, conference costs, etc. and our board assistant.  

As you can see, we have many expenses. NMAS receives 

$15.00 (minus 

expenses of renewal 
notices) from each 

$25.00 membership-the remainder goes to the Autism Society 

of America (ASA).  The current membership rates were set by 

ASA.  We realize that the change from NMAS doing our own 

membership to allowing ASA to do it has not been smooth and 

that is an understatement!  Many, many members have reported 

problems or our wonderful membership person, Loretta 

Hedrick , has caught them.  In fact, both Loretta and I have had 

difficulties with our own memberships.  I apologize to anyone 

who has had any difficulty, but it is really beyond our control.  

Loretta is working hard with ASA to try to get the bugs worked 

out.  Thanks Loretta, for that and everything else you do.     
     Pat Spulak, who is a parent, continues to do contracted 

services as the board assistant/bookkeeper.  Her professionalism 

and expertise allow board members to delegate many tasks to 

her.  Thank you Pat!!!  A gigantic thank-you to Veronica 

Vasquez, our newsletter editor, who has shown she can produce 

an incredible newsletter.  In a recent meeting with a state 

Representative, I was told NMAS has the best newsletter 

around.
